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Abstract

Euro-orphanhood is a very serious problem in modern Polish families. It applies to young children as early as preschool and primary as well as adolescents. More and more young, unemployed parents go outside the country for profit, leaving the children alone or in the care of grandparents, aunts, neighbours, etc. This article explains the concept: euro-orphanhood and migration. Brings closer the importance of euro-orphanhood in the lives of individuals, it also identifies the negative impact of labour migration of parents on a child’s development and  raising at home and at school.

Times in which we live incline not only to reflect, but also to reflect the different threads of human existence. The issue which more and more people are considering is a marriage and family, as well as their area of ​​operation. This problem has already paid a lot of attention. Reflections on this topic were presented in numerous publications by D. Gębuś, A. Kwak, Wl. Majkowski, G. Murdock, A. Plopa, Z. Tyszka, D. Marzec, 
A. Zilova, and many other writers. The present model of a family is different than the one which was functioning many years ago. The economic situation of the country is poor. Unemployment and poverty are visible. Polish families often do not have enough money to meet basic needs. Parents leave the country - go to England, Italy, Spain, Ireland, Germany, the Netherlands for profit, leaving children with their grandparents, aunts, guardians, neighbours, etc. In this article, I presented the issues of social euro-orphanhood, which I think is a complex and multifaceted issue. The very concept of euro-orphanhood has recently appeared in our terminology (2006), but this phenomenon does not seem to be new, but certainly beings is increasing and changing its image. The Ministry of National Education in Poland defines a contemporary orphanhood as a fact associated with emigration of both parents (biparental orphanhood). This results in a dramatically negative transformation in the functioning of the family, and above all in fulfilling its basic functions to its minor members who are abandoned by their parents and feel like orphans.

Euro-orphan is a unit, brought up without at least one parent who went abroad for work purposes. Psychologists define euro-orphanhood as a fact of leaving children at home by parents going abroad. According to them, the youngest, even deprived of regular contact with a parent feel like orphans.
 Migration is a movement or an idea that subordinates in another, different way the population structure, family structure, and the structure of the individual personality of their members, their identity - including a small child.
 Migration among Poles is constantly getting bigger.

There are new terms in literature of the subject for structurally disorganised families. An example is the family disconnected referred to as temporarily comprehensive. The phenomenon of migration  accompanies mankind since the beginning of history, and the first outlines of the theory of migration in terms of microeconomic considerations can be found in E.G Ravenstein works, who pointed out that the man is still striving to improve the way of life.
Labour migration resulting in disconnection of families appeared well before the period of transition, when the fathers were leaving for the so-called “export”. An increase of cases of underage children at the Family Courts for probation or placing them in a care-education institutions was observed. Families whose parents reside outside the border of the country are classified in the group of  temporarily incomplete.
W. Danielewicz
 distinguishes the following types of families because of the absence of the parents:

( family temporarily incomplete due to profit abroad stay,
( family temporarily incomplete due to a profit abroad stay of both parents at the same time,
( family temporarily incomplete due to interchangeable profit abroad stay of parents,

( permanent family incomplete before leaving a parent abroad,
( incomplete families due to divorce or abandonment during migration abroad.
The consequence of migration is temporary or permanent incompleteness of a family. Currently the number of euro-orphans is estimated in the range from 110 000 to 130 000. 
W. Łuka 
 states In his article that in Poland there are about 370 thousand students growing up in dysfunctional families (due to emigration of the parents). Less than 70 percent remains in the care of grandparents or other family members. The rest stay with neighbours, complete strange people or social care institutions.
The research prepared by Z. Węgierski 
 shows that people who take care of a child are: 

· grandparents (70%)

· adult siblings (10 %),

· other family members (14 %).

According to the author, the fundamental reason of euro-orphanhood is the aim to achieve high profit abroad. Labour migrations of Poles according to G. Miłkowska i A. Kulesa 
 have planned and not planned results. The first ones include: buying an apartment or a car, repayment of loans, raising the standard of living of the family, collecting funds for children's education, own businesses or investments. Benefit brings also cognitive qualities of visited country, its traditions, culture, history, and the acquisition of language skills. The latter brings a lot of losses. The main ones are: breakdown of family relationships, conflict, marriage crisis, the lack of participation of a parent or parents in the upbringing of children. Families whose abroad stays have 
a long-term character are particularly exposed on the negative effects of economic migration. This argument is also confirmed by B. Smolińska. From a psychological perspective it can be concluded that in the case of parents abroad long-term travel, the child remains in a constant fear, anxiety and tension. In addition, he feels helpless and alone. Prolonged situation increases the feeling of sadness and helplessness. On the other hand, it has a sense of responsibility for the family situation (...). Child feels anger, but do not a have a someone close who he can tell about feelings. Relief is often found in a self-destructive actions - anger is directed against oneself. Suicidal thoughts, problems at school as well as anti-social behaviour can also be observed.

It can be stated that the migration of parents leads, in particular, to pathological development of a child. Can directly affect  dysfunction of a family and lead to its disintegration. Currently Polish euro-orphans above all need help from teachers, psychologists and educators. The issue of orphans in exile should be governed by appropriate legislation. ,,For example, Lithuania already for more than two years runs 
a program reminiscent emigrating parents about the need to appoint a guardian for the child. But if someone forgets about it, the relevant institutions ask parents to do so. Additionally euro-orphans are provided with permanent psychological support.

Nowadays our country is beginning to create a system to help children who were left by their parents. It is still not only 
a social problem, but also educational. It should be noted that for the proper psychosocial development of the child the most important is a full, well-functioning family. Thus it is a good basis for the formation of the personality of a child.

K. Juszczak 
 emphasizes that the greatest problems arise when the mother leaves for work purposes, and the care of the children takes the father. The child feels more and more threatened. It is deprived of warmth, tenderness and maternal love from the mother. However, absence of the father in the family home also has negative effects on the development of children. Overworked mother, constant lack of time, the excess of duties, difficult mental situation caused by the absence of her husband affect the superficial and accidental contact with loved ones. Children feel alienated, unloved, unaccepted. They lack 
a sense of security and closeness in the family. The research of B. Balcerzak - Paradowska shows that the families which are temporarily disconnected suffer behavioural problems with children.
Separation adversely affects the development and functioning of the youngest in their later life. Units which both parents work outside the home characterise with highly volatile behaviour, depending on the current family situation. They show a high level of inhibition and a high tendency to antisocial behaviour. They are not independent, have low self-esteem and difficulty in speaking out and taking any initiative. Do not respect generally accepted norms and rules of conduct. They are loud, arrogant, conceited and expansive. They easily fall into anger, show tearfulness and depression. They are often accompanied by self doubt and deference. Show a low level of values ​​and dislike. They can also be isolated from the environment and withdrawn.
According to the teachers they are apathetic or very happy, calm or even hyperactive, isolate themselves from the environment, or are drawn to him with all the possibilities - depending on the departure of the father or of his return to the country. Children in the classroom are spinning, fidgeting, talk, sit thoughtful and do not know what is happening around them. They have a positive attitude to school, come prepared for it, but have a problem with concentration. Show emotions from laughter to tears and inversely. Express regret and longing for someone close to them. Very emotionally respond to all talks about migration of their parents. Exhibit disturbing behaviour: irritability, aggression, verbal abuse, low self-esteem, inability to focus on tasks, lack of discipline and regularity. In those whose father works far away, and the mother does not work at all - academic performance, and behaviour as they are very diversified.

Loneliness, in turn, is one of the most painful conditions experienced by man. The most affected by this condition are  children. Their dependence on adults is so large that left to themselves suffer both emotionally, spiritually and physically.

Young man lost in a maze of incentives attacking it from different sides and different intensities often cannot cope with finding their place in the world in the near environment of life, it becomes susceptible to a number of proposals, which follow the requirement for the resignation of their own identity, merging into the group, which gives a sense of safety and love, but it forces to obey and give up their own desires, and above all the willingness. W. Kruczyński
 defines loneliness as a virus, which we receive from the mother or the father, who is in man, and in favorable conditions is activated. From the mother, we can obtain the following viruses of isolation: withdrawal, mistrust, dependence, instability, falling in love with oneself, submission, from a father: loyalty, discipline.

Euro-orphans experience loneliness in a special way. Although a child feels lonely also growing in the family - despite the proximity of parents and other family members -  sentencing him to "artificial conditions" of existence, that make up the particular institutional forms of compensation of euro-orphanhood, strengthens the feelings of rejection and feelings of loneliness in the physical, mental and moral sphere. We can also talk about the different levels and the quality of loneliness perceived by a child. Processes of globalization and domestic system transformation (economic, political and social, in the sphere of culture, education) according to J. Izdebski cause changes that are taking place in the modern family, of both positive as well as destructive character
. Alarming  phenomenon threatening the family, affecting its internal structure and functioning are revealed, such as: unemployment, homelessness, poverty, disorganisation, disintegration in the emotional sphere, separation associated with migration, the phenomenon of social pathology, media coverage of family life, educational failure, helplessness, addictions. These phenomena threaten and prevent the realisation of the basic functions of the family, especially economic, caring, educational, emotional, cultural, and recreational. Family becomes a dysfunctional environment, does not comply with the tasks that have to be fulfilled to their children, not provide them with basic living conditions, development and education. Accumulation of the phenomena occurring in the family of a destructive and pathological character causes an extremely difficult life situation of a child, often becoming the cause of his loneliness.
To make a child development proceed smoothly, without any problems, it should be brought up by a dad and mom. Both, in turn, have to be aware of and responsible for the overall educational process. Any disturbance in the functioning of the family affect his attitude and behaviour. Lack of basic needs, the errors committed by adults, and above all, the systematic absence in the life of the youngest - leaves a lasting imprint on personality. Parents do not realise the consequences of taking jobs in other countries. Child becomes very depressed emotionally and cannot understand why was abandoned by  parents. Can bear separation, if it does not last long. If the absence of parents is prolonged the child goes into the care of  people who are strangers for him or educational institutions,  neuroses, depression, bedwetting, etc. may be observed. In my opinion, parents should, before deciding for a long - planned departure, first seriously think about it and think if it is 
a necessity. Children should be mandatory taken with them. Lack of parental presence in the most important a child period in life is the greatest failure, leading to serious emotional disturbances. In the preschool and early school age youngsters need a sense of security, psychical comfort and contact with those closest family members.
Mass emigration from Poland resulted in a new, previously unknown social phenomenon - an orphan emigration. Youngest social orphans being in a traumatic situation which is parental separation or abandonment - from joyful and happy children become confused, have trouble sleeping, are irritable, show lack of appetite, stuttering, thumb sucking, etc. Feeling that they lose someone close, invent different ways to attract attention. Search for closeness, showing, for example, the desire to cuddle up to a teacher in a kindergarten, school, waiting area at school. According to W. Danielewicz
 older adolescents without parents quickly becomes serious, trying to live up to the problems that suddenly came to their face. Losing early childhood becomes an unconscious victim of social change, as defined by D. Eklinda - accelerated social development. It manifests itself in an increase in crime among children and adolescents, the use of drugs, early sexual initiation, loss of games and activities. All of individuals suffer from a deficit of love and probably will not be able to pass it in the future to their families - their children, spouses, aging parents, etc.
Nowadays some measures to euro-orphans in Poland are trying to be worked out.

They are difficult and require close co-operation with parents migrating from the country. This cooperation is not always going according to our expectations. In Poland, four mechanisms have been developed to counteract this phenomenon.
These are:
a) intensive monitoring of the phenomena in our country,
b) the development of the principles and methods of cooperation with institutions and organisations in favour of euro-orphans,
c) providing support to those affected by this phenomenon,
d) the establishment of appropriate legal guardians to euro-orphans. 

J. Izdebska
 considers that the support for euro-orphans is only possible if effective measures are taken to eliminate the phenomena that lead to family dysfunction. According to the authors this is the only way to reduce this phenomena.
Twenty-first century is a time of the crisis, which has only greed for money and a luxurious standard of living. Modern man in pursuit of money forget about the most important values, it does not count with own family and their problems. Pope John Paul II said, you cannot do anything more valuable for the future of the world, than to encourage and sustain all the institutions that take to heart the development of children. Caring for a child is the first fundamental test of man's relation to man. 
 "He was therefore thinking of a family in which a child is properly raised and grows up well.  
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
